12 students.  Originally launched in 2006, MACSS was retooled in 2009 

to focus on seven schools and three goals areas.

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Students in Poverty  

More than half of Salem-YŜƛȊŜǊΩǎ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘs (52%) are considered living in poverty, based on the numbers who are receiving 

the Federal Free and Reduced Price Meal Program.  The seven schools supported by MACSS serve a much higher percentage 

of low-income families (71%).

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TAG and Special Education Students 

The District has 3,760 students (9%) who are Talented and Gifted (TAG), and an additional 5,525 students (14%) who are 

Special Education students.  The distribution of these students in the McKay area is lower than the District as a whole, six and 

twelve percent, respectively.

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English Language Learners  

Throughout the District, a total of 11,716 students (29%) hear one of 56 languages other than English at home.  Some of 

these students are fluent in English as well as their native language.  The top three languages native to English Language 

Learners are Spanish, Russian and Marshallese.   

 

A total of 7,203 students are in English Language Learner programs ς more than double the number from ten years ago.

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Strategies and Activities 

MACSS strategies were targeted in each of the 2009-10 goal areas, as follows: 

Goal 1:  Academic Success 

¶ In the fall, six of the seven selected schools identified the ways in which MACSS partners could best support the 

academic success of students at that school.   

o McKay - Volunteers in ASPIRE, AVID, and After School Tutoring.   

o Stephens - AVID and Tutors in Reading and Math. 

o Waldo - AVID and Tutors in Reading and Math. 

o Hallman - Volunteers for the After School Academy on Tuesdays and Fridays. 

o Swegle - Classroom volunteers to support students struggling with Reading, Writing and Math, as well as tutors for the Early 

Release Program held on Wednesdays. 

o Washington - Classroom volunteers to support students struggling with Reading and Writing. 

 

¶ Mid-year, the seventh school identified its needs and four schools modified their requests for volunteers. 

o McKay ς Deleted AVID and added Saturday School. 

o Stephens ς Deleted AVID and added Read 180. 

o Waldo ς Deleted AVID and added Saturday School. 

o Hallman ς Added Reading Buddies for K-1st Graders. 

o Middle Grove ς After School Reading and Literacy Tutors four days per week. 

 

¶ Training and supplemental materials were provided to help prepare and support volunteers. 

o Reading prompts bookmarks 

o Instructional DVD for Reading tutors 

o ASPIRE Mentor Training 

o Tips on Language Acquisition for ELL Students 
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o Student learning packets prepared by teachers 

o Weekly literacy training for McKay High School students serving as tutors at Middle Grove Elementary 

o Coaching and support specific to the needs of individual volunteers

Goal 2: Community Involvement  

¶ MACSS partners served as liaisons to specific sectors of the community, building relationships and actively recruiting 

volunteers. 

o Sue Bloom, from the Salem Area ChamōŜǊ ƻŦ /ƻƳƳŜǊŎŜΩǎ Ready to Learn, Ready to Work program was the primary link with the 

business community. 

o Carrie Maheu, the McKay Area Lightning Rod employed by the Salem Leadership Foundation was the primary link with the faith 

community and area churches. 

o Norma Sanchez, from the Salem-Keizer Coalition for Equality was the primary link with area colleges and universities. 

 

¶ Members of the MACSS Leadership Team initiated conversations with key partners and provided consistency in 

ongoing relationships with those partners.  Some examples include: 

o Eduardo Angulo, Executive Director of the Salem-Keizer Coalition for Equality facilitated meetings between staff at Corban College 

and the principal of Hallman Elementary School, which led to more than a dozen Corban students being ready to volunteer at 

Hallman at the start of the school year. 

 

o Eduardo Angulo and civic leader Dick Withnell worked with John Minahan, President of Western Oregon University to re-establish 

a mentoring program between WOU students and McKay High School students. 

 

o Dick Withnell hosted meetings with area faith leaders and the Statesman Journal that contributed to new partnerships and a year-

long assignment in which Statesman reporter Capi Lynn covered The Real McKay. 

 

o Sam Skillern, Executive Director of the Salem Leadership Foundation helped identify McKay alumni. 
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o Sandy Husk, District Superintendent joined the MACSS Leadership Team, bringing along Cabinet members Melissa Cole, Middle 

School Director and Steve Larson, Elementary Director to emphasize the importance of this community collaboration.  The 

Superintendent and Level Directors provided the administrative link to the seven principals involved with MACSS. 

 

o Steve Chambers and Nancy MacMorris-Adix, School Board Directors joined the MACSS Leadership Team and provided regular 

updates to the School Board regarding MACSS. 

A list of Leadership Team and Core Team members is included in Appendix B. 

Goal 3: Public Perception  

¶ The Statesman Journal launched a year-long project to cover The Real McKay. 

o Senior Reporter, Capi Lynn was assigned to the project. 

o Every month a front-page article highlighted The Real McKay High School. 

o The Statesman Journal Web site included a special section with videos and articles on the staff, students and alumni of McKay. 

o Alumni were able to register in the McKay Alumni Database; as of May 2010, over 50 alumni were registered in this database.  

 

¶ The Statesman Journal, East Salem Weekly Section carried a MACSS column twice each month. 

o Beginning in November 2009, Jan Calvin, MACSS Project Manager submitted articles highlighting volunteer opportunities and 

profiles of individual volunteers. 

o The semi-monthly column carried a box with information on how to help and who to contact, from which at least three volunteers 

were secured. 

 

¶ The Statesman Journal East Salem Blog posted MACSS information. 

o Beginning in January 2010 postings were submitted, including 

Á Calls for volunteer help 

Á Highlights of community support provided to the schools 

Articles and public information are included in Appendix C.

¶ Six presentations were made to 150 college and university students, in addition to MACSS participation in 3 volunteer recruitment fairs 

attended by another 200 students at Willamette University, Corban College and Chemeketa Community College. 

 

¶ Over a dozen individual meetings and school tours were held with partners and potential volunteers, ranging from pastors to business 

leaders, and from college staff/faculty to McKay alumni. 

 

¶ An estimated $18,000-worth of staff time from community organizations was contributed to increase community involvement that 

supports academic success in the seven selected schools.
