Caution should be taken in drawing conclusions from this data. For example, a smaller
achievement gap betweeBnglish Language Learn€Ed L students) arttie overall

student populationrmay be because ELL students are a higher percentage of the
population at that particular school, or have become a greater percentage of the
population over time.

Perhaps his information carbestbe used to raise questions about the populations,
practices, and circumstances that existatla particular schoaluring any given yeay
to better understand the significance of the data and to help shape meaningful
communitybasedsupports for English Language Learners.

ELL students are a significant portioiithe overall student population in NE Salem
schools. In 20020the 10" grade enroliment aMcKay High Schouwlas 21% ELL
students. TheBgrade enroliment at Houck was 25% ELL students; at Stephens, 22%;

There are a number of NBIBm schools where the achievement gap in certain GAKS
tested subjects has narrowed from 2008 to 200910. More significant is when the
achievement gap narrows, as the test scores for both the ELL students and the overall
population inproves. This ik case for 18f the 44 (36.4%) elementary level OAKS
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tests reported in this document, as well as two of the eight (25%@rade level tests
(see key in Table of Contents, page 1).
