For exaangiealler achievement gap betweEnglish
Language Learne(ELL students) and the overall student population may be because ELL students are a higher percentage of
the population at that particular school, or have become a greater percentage of thdgimpuover time.

Perhaps his information carbestbe used to raise questions about the populations, practices, and circumstances that existed
at a particular schoaduring any given yearto better understand the significance of the data and to helphmeaningful
communitybasedsupports for English Language Learners.

ELL students are a significant portion of the overall student pojmlan NE Salem schools. In 2aithe 11™ grade
enrollment at McKay High School was/a&LL students. Th8 grade enroliment at Houck was 19% ELL students; at
Stephens, 15%; and at Waldo %a{Table 1).

From 2007 to 2010, ELL students are a smaller percentage of the enrollment at McKay High School and the three NE Salem
middle school¢Table 1).

This is the case for 18 of the 44 (3@lé%gntary level OAKS tests reported in this
document, as well as two of the eight (25%)gsade level tests.
